To celebrate World Mental Health Day, we put the spotlight on promoting good mental health
and emotional well-being on Monday, by recognising Young Minds’ ‘Hello Yellow’ campaign.
Oxhey looked so bright and cheerful as our children arrived in their yellow accessories. It
bought a real ray of sunshine into our school! Our children had the opportunity to participate
in a range of activities throughout the day as part of their wider learning. We wanted ‘Hello
Yellow’ to be a positive and fun way for the children to understand that everyone has mental
health, just as they have physical health.
